Exercise
· finish your OpenRocket model and check it (total weight and balance point without a motor) against your completed rocket; ballast model if need be
· finalize a time slot for your team to do your final check-out (one-on-one with Prof. Flaten and/or with Danny) – the rocket needs to be completed (except perhaps for painting) and your Flight Readiness Review needs to submitted at least 24 hours before this time – choose a date between Tuesday, Oct. 24 and Wednesday, Nov. 1  (Note – avoid Oct. 27 through 29)
· finish and submit Flight Readiness Review

· finish av-bay build and wiring and programming – significant progress by next Tuesday
